UK-Australia Exchange Visit - Exercise Southern Cross 2011
Cadets

Following the successful visit of a party of Australian Army Cadets to Surrey ACF this year, an invitation has been extended for a party of Surrey ACF cadets to visit Western Australia during 2011.
Planning for the visit is currently in progress. The dates for the visit have been provisionally set for about 22nd September to about 11h October 2011. This coincides with the annual camp of the Western Australian Army Cadet Brigade. 
The visit programme is being prepared and will incorporate a flight from London to Perth and return, participation in a seven-day annual camp, various cultural and site seeing visits and a 2 day survival exercise before returning home.

To qualify to participate in the visit, cadets must be 16 years of age and have passed two star APC. Cadets should also be in good health. The visit will be restricted to a maximum of 20 cadets. It should be noted that the visit can be used to complete certain sections of the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award – e.g. Gold Residential Qualification.

The cost of the three-week trip, which will be heavily subsidised by grants, we expect to be in the range £375 to £425 per head and will include flights, meals, accommodation and visits. It is expected that participating cadets will raise the cost for this visit, in part, by seeking their own sponsorship. Every effort will be made to keep the cost as low as possible.
It is appreciated that this visit takes place during school term. However, as most cadets over 16 years of age will have already completed their GCSE’s, it is considered that the educational value of this trip in terms of historical, cultural and geographical experiences should outweigh any loss of school time. Should there be a problem getting time off we will write to schools advising them of the nature and content of the visit.
The visit will incorporate sight seeing events as well as arduous physical activity. The Australian annual camp takes place entirely in the Australian bush.

In order to facilitate planning, cadets who wish to participate should complete the attached form, have it counter signed by their Detachment commander and forward it to CHQ marked Exercise Southern Cross 2011. If the number of applications exceeds the number of places available participants will be selected by interview.

Exercise Southern Cross has been running since 2004 and has proven to be both adventurous and educational for the cadets involved. This is a singular opportunity for a cadet to visit the other side of the world, to see how cadets in Australia operate and to see something of Western Australia.
